Hills of Valparaiso
The chain of 45 hills surrounding the bay is one of the greatest attractions of the city, since
most of the buildings constructed on the slopes have been adapted to the topography of
the place with steep steps and narrow alleys. Because it was mainly English, French and
German immigrants who settled the area, they created an environment charged with varied
shapes and colors. Some of the most important hills are: Cerro Alegre,Cerro Artilleria, Cerro
Baron, Cerro Bellavista, Cerro Concepcion, Cerro Cordillera, Cerro Florida, Cerro Santo
Domingo, Cerro O'Higgins, Cerro Playa Ancha.

Cerros de Valparaiso
La cadena de 45 colinas que rodean la bahia es uno de los mayores atractivos de la ciudad, ya que la
mayoria de los edificios construidos en las laderas se han adaptado a la topografia del lugar con
escalones empinados y callejones estrechos. Debido a que fueron principalmente inmigrantes ingleses,
franceses y alemanes quienes se asentaron en el drea, crearon un ambiente cargado de formas y
colores variados. Algunas de las colinas mds importantes son: Cerro Alegre, Cerro Artilleria, Cerro
Bardn, Cerro Bellavista, Cerro Concepcion, Cerro Cordillera, Cerro Florida, Cerro Santo Domingo,
Cerro O'Higgins, Cerro Playa Ancha.
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
